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Experiment 2—Federal Pell Grant Program – Eligibility of students enrolled in certain short-term training programs
The experiment would allow Pell Grants to be received by at least some otherwise eligible students who are enrolled in a vocational program of at least eight weeks in length and that, at a minimum, includes at least 150 clock hours of instructional time.  The short-term program must provide training to meet local or regional workforce needs.
